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Arabic Belles Lettres brings together ten studies 
that shed light on important questions in the 
study of Arabic language, literature, literary 
history, and writerly culture. The volume is 
divided into three sections. Early Narratives 
comprises: Joseph Lowry on the Qur a͗n’s 
allusive legal language; Abed el-Rahman 

Tayyara on matrilineal lineages in the context of Badr and Uhu. d; 
Ruqayya Khan on the ramifications of public courtship in U͗dhrī 
romances; and Philip Kennedy on firāsah (reading for signs and 
traces) in medieval narrative. Medieval Authors comprises: Shawkat 
Toorawa on U͑baydallāh ibn Ah. mad ibn Abī T. āhir’s History of 
Baghdād; Maurice Pomerantz and Bilal Orfali on Ibn Fāris and the 
origins of the maqāmah genre; Everett Rowson on al-Tawh. īdī and 
his predecessors (a reprint of his 1996 ZDMG article); and Ghayde 
Ghraowi on al-Khafājī and his Rayh. ānat al-alibbā .͗ Modern Egypt 
comprises: Roger Allen on a cultural controversy in the Cairo 
newspapers of 1902; and Devin Stewart on preposterous boasting 
and ingenuity in modern Egyptian Arabic. This illuminating 
collection is a must read for anyone interested in Arabic literature.

In 2017, we presented a Festschrift volume to our Doktorvater, Everett Rowson. Arabic 
Humanities, Islamic Thought, handsomely produced by Brill, included twenty-five contri-
butions by colleagues and current and former students. As we ourselves were unable 
to contribute at the time, we resolved to produce a modest follow-up volume. Like its 
predecessor, this volume features colleagues and former students, ranges widely in rec-
ognition of Everett’s broad interests and scholarship, and includes a bibliography of that 
scholarship. We have organized the ten articles into three heuristic rubrics—early nar-
ratives, medieval authors, and modern Egypt—and, in a slight departure from conven-
tion, included among them one of Everett’s own articles, a much-cited 1996 piece on 
al-Tawḥīdī and his predecessors.
